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Div Com reviews progress of digitization of Jamabandis,
backlog mutations across Kashmir Division

SRINAGAR: Divisional
Commissioner Kash-
mir, Anshul Garg today
chaired a meeting to re-
view the progress of dig-
itization of Jamabandis
across the Kashmir Divi-
sion and to assess the sta-
tus of backlog mutations
and implementation of
the SVAMITVA Scheme.
The meeting was attended
by Commissioner Survey
& Land Records, Depu-
ty Commissioners of the
Kashmir Division, Ad-
ditional ~ Commissioner
(Central) with the Finance
Commissioner Revenue,
besides other concerned
officers.

Deputy Commissioners
briefed the Divisional
Commissioner about the

progress of digitization
of Jamabandis, digitiza-
tion of backlog mutations

and grievances received
during the public read-
ing camps of Jamabandis

held across their respec-
tive districts.

The Divisional Commis-
sioner directed that the
errors identified during
the public reading of dig-
itized Jamabandis should
be rectified promptly
to ensure accuracy and
transparency in land re-
cords.

While reviewing the sta-
tus of digitization of
backlog mutations, the
Divisional Commissioner
emphasized the need for
a district-level strategy to
ensure timely disposal of
pending mutation cases.
He directed all Deputy
Commissioners to expe-
dite the process so that the
backlog is cleared within
the stipulated timeline.
Meanwhile, the Deputy
Commissioners raised

certain technical issues
being faced while punch-
ing backlog mutation data
on the portal. The Com-
missioner Survey & Land
Records informed that
these technical issues are
being addressed and will
be resolved by the techni-
cal team soon.

The meeting also re-
viewed the status of the
SVAMITVA Scheme, in-
cluding villages surveyed,
submission of Maps, and
generation and distribu-
tion of property cards.
The Divisional Commis-
sioner directed the Dep-
uty Commissioners to
expedite submission of
corrected maps wherever
required and ensure time-
ly generation and distri-
bution of property cards
among beneficiaries.
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NIT Srinagar to host BIS-FOSS
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SRINAGAR: The Computer Sci-
ence and Engineering Depart-
ment at National Institute of
Technology Srinagar will host
the “BIS - FOSS NIT Srinagar
— Open Standard Summit” on
March 14 (Saturday), bringing
together experts from the Bu-
reau of Indian Standards (BIS),
industry professionals and stu-
dents to deliberate on the role
of open standards and open-
source technologies in India’s
digital ecosystem.

The event is being organised in
collaboration with the institute’s
FOSS Club will feature technical
talks, a hackathon and hands-
on activities aimed at familia-
rising students with national
standards frameworks and the
evolving architecture of Digital
Public Infrastructure (DPI).

i will deliver sessions on India’s

Digital Public Infrastructure,
open standards and enterprise
Free and Open-Source Soft-
ware (FOSS), highlighting how
standards-based ~ frameworks
can strengthen interoperability,
cybersecurity and scalability in
digital platforms.

The summit will also feature a
talk by S. Yasser Kazmi, founder
of MYASA Network Solutions,
who is expected to share insights
on the evolution of internet and
communication technologies in
Jammu and Kashmir and the
importance of adopting global
technology standards.

The organisers said interactions
with  industry practitioners
and standards experts will give
students insights into tech-
nology-led innovation, quality
certification frameworks and
the growing relevance of open
standards in India’s digital
economy.

A key highlight of the summit
will be the “Standard-a-thon”

hackathon, where students will
work in teams to develop inno-
vative applications focused on
verification of ISI certification
marks. The challenge aims to
encourage technology-driven
solutions that improve consum-
er awareness, product authen-
ticity verification and compli-
ance monitoring.

Organisers said the winners of
the hackathon will be award-
ed cash prizes to recognise in-
novative ideas and encourage
student participation in stan-
dards-related technological de-
velopment.

Participants will also take part
in a Draft Standards Prepara-
tion Activity, simulating the
process through which national
standards are formulated. Stu-
dents will draft proposed BIS
standards for assigned products
or problem statements, offering
them practical exposure to how
quality benchmarks are devel-
oped and implemented.

(DDC), Anantnag Dr. Bilal
Mohiud Din Bhat on Tues-
day chaired a comprehensive
meeting of the concerned of-
ficers to review the physical
and financial progress of the
district on works being exe-
cuted under District Capex
and other development
schemes at Dak Bunglalow,
Khanabal.

During the meeting, the DDC
undertook a comprehensive
sector-wise evaluation of the
District Capex Budget 2025—
26, Tribal Sub-Plan (Dharti
Aaba Abhiyan), SASCI (Spe-
cial Assistance to States for
Capital Investment), CDF
Grants, MPLADS, and other
flagship development pro-
grammes.

The chair was informed that

out of 3,105 works taken up
(including 107 ongoing and
2,998 new works) under Dis-
trict Capex (UT Component),
2342 works have been com-
pleted. An overall expen-
diture of Rs. 5174.04 lakh
(64.33%) against the avail-
able funds of Rs. 8,042.49
lakhs has been achieved so
far.

Similarly, under District
Capex (CSS Component),
against the target of 150797
works, 147006 have been
completed indicating phys-
ical progress of 97%. The
overall financial progress
against availablity in this
category has been 95% till
date.

Significant progress was not-
ed under MGNREGA, which
achieved 77% of its physical
target with an expenditure
of Rs. 10,245.27 lakh. Oth-
er schemes like PM Poshan

(Education & ICDS), PMGSY
and NRLM reported 100%
achievement against physi-
cal targets.

Under Area Development
Grants, out of 2794 approved
new works, 2139 stand com-
pleted with district witness-
ing push for grassroots de-
velopment through 2,289
works in PRI grants in which
1,763 have been completed
and against total amount of
Rs. 6346.97 lakh released, an
expenditure of Rs. 4098.98
lakh has been realised.

The meeting was informed
that under the scheme for
revival and restoration of ar-
chitecture, 21 heritage proj-
ects are being executed at an
alloted cost of Rs. 2864.63
lakh. Notable projects like
the Ziyarat Sharief Zain-ud-
din Wali (RA) and Mughal
Hamam at Achabal have
reached 100% completion.

DC, SSP review anti-drug measures at District NCORD meeting -
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SRINAGAR: The monthly
meeting of District Lev-
el Committee on Nar-
co Coordination Centre
(NCORD) was today held
under the chairmanship
of Deputy Commission-
er (DC) Srinagar, Akshay
Labroo here at the Meet-
ing Hall of the DC Office
Complex to review the on-
going enforcement mea-
sures aimed at combating
the drug menace across
the District.

Senior Superintendent
of Police(SSP), Sundeep
Chakravarthy was also
present in the meeting.

At the outset, the Commit-
tee conducted a compre-
hensive review of enforce-
ment measures and chalk
out a more stringent and
result-oriented strategy to
combat drug peddling and
narcotics trafficking in Sri-

nagar district. The Stress
was laid on enhanced in-
ter-departmental coor-

dination and adopting a
tough strategy to curb the
drug menace.

Emphasis was also laid
on further strengthening
intelligence networks to
combat drug abuse, iden-
tifying and cracking down
on drug hotspots and in-
tensifying confiscation of
vehicles and disqualifi-
cation of driving licences
under the NDPS Act. The
meeting also stressed in-
tensifying anti-drug IEC
activities, particularly in
educational institutions,
coaching centres to sensi-
tize youth about the harm-
ful effects of narcotics and
to strengthen the capacity
building of the concerned
staff.

Speaking on the occasion,
the Deputy Commissioner
emphasized the need to
disrupt the logistical sup-
port network of drug ped-
dlers. He urged the Re-
gional Transport Officer
(RTO) to take strict mea-
sures against transporters
involved in drug traffick-

ing and peddling without
any leniency.

The DC called for contin-
ued focused enforcement,
preventive awareness and
rehabilitation = measures
to effectively combat the
drug menace in Srinagar
district.

Reiterating the adminis-
tration’s commitment, the
DC emphasized that strin-
gent action will continue
to curb the drug menace
and dismantle the supply
chain of narcotics trade.
He underlined that the
District ~ Administration
will leave no stone un-
turned to protect society,
especially the youth, from
the devastating impact of
drugs. SSP Srinagar, in
his remarks, stated that
strict action against drug
hotspots will continue
and drug peddlers will
face criminal prosecution
and other punishments as
warranted under law.
