Exit polls predict BJP win
in Assam, edge in Bengal

NEW DELHI: Several exit
polls on Wednesday pre-
dicted a thumping victory for
the BJP in Assam and a clear
edge for the party over the
ruling TMC in West Bengal,
while projecting a return of
the DMK government in
Tamil Nadu and a comeback
by the Congress-led UDF in
Kerala after 10 years.

However, some pollsters
predicted a big win for the
TMC in West Bengal and a
hung House in Tamil Nadu
with actor-turned politician
Vijay's TVK emerging as a
spoiler for the DMK. Almost
all forecast a return to power
for the AINRC-led NDA gov-
ernment in Puducherry.

AIPEF warns against
privatization of power sector
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LEH: The All India Power
Engineers Federation
(AIPEF) has opposed the pro-
posed joint venture arrange-
ment for the Ladakh Power
Development Department
(LPDD), raising concerns
over tariff increases, gover-
nance changes and implica-
tions for strategic infrastruc-
ture in the region.

In a press statement, the
federation, under the leader-
ship of its Chairman Shailen-
dra Dubey, described the pro-
posed model as a move
towards privatisation of a
public utility and cautioned
that it could alter the existing
framework of electricity dis-
tribution in Ladakh.

AIPEF stated that the

joint venture model, which
includes provisions such as
return on equity and com-
mercialisation of operations,
may lead to an increase in
electricity tariffs. It said such
changes could disproportion-
ately affect low-income
households in Ladakh, where
affordability remains a con-
cern.

The federation further
noted that the existing wel-
fare-oriented approach of the
LPDD could be replaced by a
profit-driven model, poten-
tially affecting equitable ac-
cess to electricity. While the
continuation of subsidies has
been indicated, AIPEF said
these remain dependent on
future budgetary support,
which may expose consumers
to policy uncertainty.»> P11

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LEH: In alandmark admin-
istrative overhaul, Ladakh’s
transition from two to seven
districts has been hailed as a
transformative step toward
decentralized governance,
with the New Districts Com-
mittee Chairman Pramod
Jain, former IAS Officer
(chief secretary level) of the
then J&K cadre describing it
as a “citizen-centric vision
that will shape the region for
the next 50 years.”

In an exclusive interac-
tion, Jain expressed deep
satisfaction over the Union
government’s bold decision
to carve out five new dis-
tricts, stating that the recom-
mendations submitted un-
der hisleadership have been
“accepted in toto,” marking
arare instance of near-com-
plete policy adoption in ad-
ministrative reforms of this
scale.

Jain emphasized that
Ladakh’s administrative
challenges stem from its vast
and rugged terrain coupled
with a sparse population
spread across remote habita-
tions. “For years, two dis-
tricts—Leh and Kargil—were
insufficient to ensure timely
delivery of governance and
public services, particularly
in far-flung and border ar-
eas,” he said.

The New Districts Com-
mittee, constituted in Sep-
tember 2024 by the Ministry
of Home Affairs, was tasked
with reimagining adminis-
trative boundaries to bring
governance closer to the peo-

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ple. Despite extreme weather
conditions, border problems
and logistical constraints, the
Committee completed its
work in five months, submit-
ting a comprehensive 340-
page report plus annexes to
the Ladakh Administration
in early 2025.

Highlighting the depth
of consultation, Jain re-
vealed that the Committee
undertook an extensive out-
reach exercise, travelling
over 2,800 km across the
Union Territory. It con-
ducted 65 meetings and in-
teracted with 183 delega-
tions representing diverse
interests, communities and
regions. More than 400 de-
mands—ranging from

boundary disputes and ad-
ministrative access to infra-
structure and service - deliv-
ery gaps were documented
and analyzed. “We followed
a bottom-up participatory
approach. Every voice was
heard, every concern exam-
ined objectively—without
fear or favour,” Jain said.
One of the most intricate
tasks before the Panel was
determining the district
boundaries and headquar-
tersin aregion marked by di-
verse socio-cultural identi-
ties and competing regional
aspirations.
